Forming Complex Sentences 1
Using Relative Pronouns

Please combine the two simple sentences (independent clauses) into one complex sentence using a relative pronoun. You should write TWO complex sentences per question, each with a different main clause.
Relative Pronouns
Remember: a relative pronoun is always placed right after the noun it replaces. Sometimes, you may have words/phrases between the two ONLY if they do not mislead the meaning, or sound awkward.

Steps
1. Identify the noun (or noun phrase) which is repeated in both simple sentences.
2. Identify the relative pronoun you want to use.
3. Pick which simple sentence you want to use as Main Clause.
4. Write it down, stopping after the noun which is to be replaced.
5. Now write the relative pronoun which replaces that noun.
6. Complete by writing down the second clause.
7. Now write the second Complex Sentence by switching the second simple sentence into the Main Clause position.
Attention
1. Make sure the sentence makes sense.
2. Shift words around, if any come between the noun and its relative pronoun.
3. Change articles if needed (a/the). 
4. Change other repeated nouns to personal pronouns.

Questions
1. Mary hates the orange cat. The cat likes blue cheese.
2. My dog Spot loves barking at strangers. My mother hates Spot.
3. My dog Brandy loves barking at strangers. Strangers hate Brandy.
4. I read the gold and green book everyday. The gold and green book is my Grammar book. 
5. The witch gave a red apple to Snow White. The witch is jealous of Snow White. (4  combinations for this question)
6. Hansel and Gretel walked yesterday to the witch’s cottage. The cottage is made of gingerbread and candies.
7. My teacher corrected the geometry questions on the Math test. The questions were very difficult. 
8. Mr. Smith painted flowers on my neighbor’s gate. My neighbor’s gate used to be blue.
9. Mr. Smith painted flowers on my neighbor’s gate. The handle of the gate is rusty.
10. Anna gave me a pencil box. The lid of the pencil box is bright yellow. 
11. Drinking cold Pepsi on hot summer days is enjoyable. Phoenix is famous for hot summer days. 
12. The little girls are dancing around the mulberry bush. Many sweet fruits grow on the mulberry bush. 
13. The geese were flying above the lake. It is migration time for the geese. 
14. The dish ran away with the spoon. I eat my soup everyday with the spoon.
15. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Lady of the Lake gave Excalibur to King Arthur. Excalibur is a magical sword. King Arthur ruled over Camelot.
