	Includes articles: definite and indefinite
	Atrocious, red, five.

The, a, an

	5.Adverbs
	Word that modifies a verb, an adjective or another adverb
	Answers: when, where, how, in what manner, to what extent
	Sometimes, always, diligently, very, slowly

	6. Prepositions
	Word that shows relationship between certain words in a sentence
	Sometimes leads a prepositional phrase
	Above, after, against, during, except, for, to, with

	7. Conjunctions
	Word that connects other words or groups of words
